2 Volunteer / C.I.T. Hours = 1 Community Point.

Club Participation

2 Club Hours = 1 Community Point

**Additional points can be earned during the club for completing certain activities**

Points can be redeemed toward discounts off of teen field trips and activities. Below is the conversion.

25 Community points = $5

50 Community points = $10

100 Community points = $20

250 Community points = Free Trip

What is the "Top Teen" Award?

This award is given once a year. The winner of this award will be treated as a king / Queen. The winner plus 3 friends will be served a full course dinner by the Community Center Staff. And get a recognition article in the newspaper

How do I receive the "Top Teen" Award?

Be the Teen that has the most Community Points. Time measured will be from the beginning of school to the end of the summer.

Does doing well in school get me and Community Points?

Yes, for every A that you receive on your report card, you get 3 Community Points. For every B you receive 2 Community Points.

Anna Maria Island Community Center Mission Statement

Our Mission is to improve the quality of human life in our community.

We seek to provide opportunities for individuals of all ages to develop their abilities and

to learn new skills that will have a positive and lasting impact on their future.

Community Center Rules:

The following rules apply to every individual on Center property

There will be a minimum ONE-DAY SUSPENSION for:

· Using profanity

· Skating, Skateboarding, Scooters, or Bikes in the building or on Center property including Tennis Courts (Notice to roller-hockey program participants Roller Blades are restricted to the Gym)

· Bare feet on Center property

· Being in office uninvited

· Being in unauthorized area

· Being on Center property and not registered in a program or in the office

· Having Soda or Food in the gym (except for special events)

· Wearing cleats in the building or on Tennis Courts

There will be a minimum TWO-WEEK SUSPENSION for:

· Misusing equipment

· Misusing vending machines

· Acting in a disrespectful or abusive manner to personnel or adults

· Disruptive activities in or near the streets bordering Center property (i.e. where children are at risk of being hit by passing traffic.)

There will be a minimum of ONE-MONTH to a maximum of one year SUSPENSION as well as

full responsibility for payment of any damage or replacement/repair of damaged item for:

· Destroying or vandalizing Center property

· Fighting or otherwise endangering others

· Stealing

· Minors smoking or using any type of tobacco on Center property (note Smoking is not allowed in the Center except in designated areas)

· Betting

· Being on Center grounds after hours

There will be a minimum THREE-MONTH SUSPENSION for:

· The use or possession of alcohol on the premises Note: Local Authorities will be notified when a minor is involved.
There will be a minimum SIX-MONTH to Five Year SUSPENSION for:

· The use, possession, and distribution of or sale of Drugs on Center property, Manatee County Sheriffs Department will be phoned, the Center will recommend prosecution.

NOTE: Individuals suspended from the Center three times, at the recommendation of the management team with approval of the Executive Director, may be suspended for a minimum of six months and are not to be allowed on Center property or permitted to participate in any Center activity during that time.
